Ajay Mehta – National Foundation of India, India
1. Is India a democracy, it has been one for 6 decades
1. What has gone wrong in addressing the issue of building a just society. There was a vsion to industrialize during independence. It created a infrastructure for modern industry, it had a burracry that was well trained, it had strong leadership and strong vision. Sadly, the combination of building an industrial economy, and having the state the way it was, There was a distortion, the method of looking at development was coerisive. The democracy helped faze out this ideology, it was challenged by oppositions, it was challenged by the voluntary sector. There was 2 year period were democray  was suspended, the gov, the people experimented around the diea that people participation was important, economic liberilzation was important. The gov did take on some of these idea? Ordinary citizen should have access to education. Etc

2. If you look over arching strucuter of society leads to promise, Many of the idea coming into fruition were convied 30 years ago. Why did some of thes project or ideas not work in the way they were intended to?

3. Why don’t we get the results we hope to?

a. Mid 80 seva took up challenges of building up gov structure that were not government centered. Local people coming responbile for their community. This are had a great ecological enviorment up to 50’s then massive deforestion and exploitation of the resources. Leave the mangagment to the local communities the better the resources will be managed. Seva Believed in this… still does.

b. So it went down this road and stated to build up the capacities, working with local communities, combined their knowledge to help forest, watershed, improve agriculture, encouraged communites to take part in their health and education.

c. They would be better mangers and trustees then anyone else. It was possible for Seva because some of the policy helped but also international support for this effort. The policy enviorment and the international community helped this process. 

d. This effort didn’t yeiild the results we expected. Sev could no longer blame the gov for lack of resources, could not blam bad policy, could not blame the fact that a vol organization at its command workers who knew the people. They new all these villages.

e. Despite all these advantages seva saw that villagers had also been effected by the decivilising motives. In the process of aspiring to these things, they comprised to patrion and power brokers. They given the opportunity to do better for themselves at the cost of the rest of the community

f. Informal privatization for individual benefits. Resources were not shared by everyone, the commons was not working

g. This was disturbing for seva to confront the fact that as they approached the villager there was an abielvance. It was hard for the villagers to give up their  private property for the intrest of the community and earth. Ecological health.

h. There was no upsurge in the sen of the people managing the commons, health, education then before. No sense that people were resisting corrupt practices.

i. It was in this context they said… there must be a way to overcome this hesitation. A system that empowers the people. Seva has been at this for 2 decaeds now. What are the elements or partnership that lead to become trustee of the common good. Schools are run correctly, Gov officials are held accountable. 
j. Over time community starting to say only we can solve this problem.

k. These people are on half a dollar day. Exterme poverty here. 

l. It makes sense for future generations. Beginning to realize that is not only the state that needs to be held accountable but so are they. IF they are running a school must do it well. Etc

m. It is possible for them to address the issues in the region. There is this power, and confidence that is now being seen amongst the community. The don’t want corruption, they want commons protected and rebuilt.

n. Main point. In a country like india which has decom, good policy, strong wealth, civil serce. These are not enough. We need to engender all of these levels. Must make sure the problems we face ( inability to hold elected leaders  accountable) this requires people to come together. In our partnerships there has to be a vocab of every day ethics and each one is held accountable to maintain those duties. Its this everday struggle or practices which will allow this democratic country to turn these things that actually serve the people. Perhaps the vocab is accosatied with Ghandi, non violence, self governance, individual level, and community level. The challenge how does one put these in practes what does it take to put these in practes, resources, and time frame. 

o. Here we can see that it can be done. We must find some ethical principle that we are part of some global environment. Unless all the different ares are connected by some sort of ethical vision we will not be able to create the world we want to see.
